Applicant requirements:

·       Must be a female resident of Cascade County for a minimum of 6 months.

Application requirements:

· Submit a fully completed application (4 pages attached) including the Estimated        Family Contribution release form. 
· Submit a current college transcript.

· Submit 1 current faculty and 1 current personal or employer reference letter. It is the applicant’s responsibility to be certain the two recommendations have been submitted to the Scholarship Committee by the required date.  References need to be submitted directly from the referrer in a sealed envelope.  (Suggestion:  provide the person writing the letter with a stamped envelope that has been preaddressed—see address below.)

Selection of applicants:

The Associate Degree Scholarship Committee will prioritize the selection of applicants based on these criteria:

· Financial need, including EFC rating

· Scholastic achievement

· Reference letters

· Other information provided on the application
